Essay Question: (10 points each) Answer two of the following seven questions. Be sure to indicate which questions you are answering and answer them separately. To receive full credit be sure to answer the questions fully and completely. Each essay should have an introduction, body paragraphs, and a short conclusion. Always explain your ideas with reasons and/or examples.

Also, to get full credit for the essay questions, you must show clearly your understanding of the ideas in the questions and demonstrate some original thinking. You can not just copy information from the book and expect to get a good grade on the essay portion of the test.
Please indicate which two questions you are answering by writing the question or question number before you answer them. Also, separate the questions. Don’t run the answers together in one long response.

Essay Questions: Choose 2 and answer them fully on a separate piece of paper. (10pts each)
1. How is the Jewish concept of God different from the concept of God that other cultures around them had? Explain the differences in some detail giving examples to support your view.

2. How do the Jewish people view humans? Explain the meaning of each. Then answer which one is most important to you and why?
3. Describe the Jewish concept of the prophet. Who can be a prophet? What is the purpose of the prophets? What are the three stages of the prophets? Do you think we need another prophet now? Why or why not? Give reasons/examples to support your views.
4. Describe the four Jewish groups that opposed the Romans. What did Jesus think about each group? What was his solution? Do you agree? Why or why not? Give reasons and/or examples to support your view.

5. Choose two of the three branches of Christianity (Roman Catholicism, Eastern Orthodox, Protestantism and compare and contrast them. Give examples of your points. Which do you prefer and why?

6. What is the Primal People’s view of dreaming? How does it fit into their everyday world? What is the purpose of dreaming? What do you think of this idea? Give reasons/examples to support your viewpoint.

7. Take two or three major points that you think are significant in the worldview of the Primal Religions and explain them thoroughly. What is your view on these points. Give reasons to support your answer.
